PE Assessment Policy

KS3
Students will receive a practical PE target grade to aim for by the end of KS3 based on baseline assessment at the beginning of year 7.
Students will also receive a practical PE target grade for the end of each year in KS3.

All students will take part in two different sporting activities every half term.

The sporting activities will be from different areas of the curriculum.

Each student will be graded in all the sports participated in over the academic year.

Students will be graded against the PE department’s individual sporting level descriptors.

These level descriptors will cover a range of skills, application, fitness and leadership qualities. 

Staff in the PE department will assess students throughout all lessons in each of the activities not just at the end of a unit.

Students will be graded on their current PE performance every half term on the two sporting activities covered.  Students will also have an overall PE grade and this will be based on all sports covered to that date.  This current grade can be compared to the students target grade.

KS4 and KS5
Students will complete a piece of work after each topic covered.  This will be at least every 1-2 weeks.  
This piece of work will be marked by the teachers and students will be given in-depth feedback related to their piece of work.  
Students will also have the opportunity to respond to the feedback and improve their work using green pen to indicate any improvements made.  
For some students the work will form part of assessed coursework that may be moderated by an external provider.
