PE Kit Rules

Students must bring the correct PE kit to all lessons.

If a student cannot take part physically in the lesson due to illness or injury then they must have a note excusing them from PE.  However, they must still bring and wear their PE kit so they can take part in the lesson in another manner e.g. referee, coach etc.  Only in extraordinary circumstances will this not apply.

If a student forgets their PE kit or an item of their PE kit then they will have to borrow school kit.  Refusal to borrow will lead to an automatic after-school detention.  Failure to attend the detention will lead to a SLT detention.
When a student borrows PE kit they must hand a personal belonging to their teacher (this is usually their tie).  This will be returned to them when they hand the borrowed kit back.

If a student forgets their PE kit or an item of their PE kit they will receive a kit mark on the register.  Three kit marks in a half term will lead to an after school detention.  Failure to attend the detention will lead to a SLT detention.

Kit marks will return to zero at the beginning of every half term.
